October 2009 Recruitment Blitz 
 
As per K of C procedures we held our semi-annual Recruitment Blitz at all Masses on the weekend of 
October 24th and 25th. Recruitment announcements were given at the end of each Mass as follows: 
4:00 Saturday – Chancellor Jay Ambrose, 8:30 Sunday – Deputy Grand Knight Dan Lildberg, 10:30 
Sunday Deacon and Knight Bob LaMay, 5:30 Sunday Knight Robert Orme. In addition a number of 
Knights distributed our capability brochure and response cards at the doors at the end of each Mass. 
After each Mass Knights were available in the parish hall to answer questions for any prospective 
Knights. Light refreshments were also offered after each Mass. We have one new member as a result of 
the blitz. He will be receiving his 1st and 2nd degrees on Monday November 2nd. In addition we had 3 
interested gentlemen (one who is an Usher) take a form 100 and promise to return it. 
 
 
Social Meeting October 26. 
Guest Speaker Henry Lind spoke to a group of 
Knights and guests about his experiences over a 
thirty year career as Director of Natural 
Resources for the town of Eastham. 
As Director his responsibilities included the 
preservation and enhancement of the natural 
resources of the town through conservation, 
education, regulation, and management. As 
Harbormaster, he was responsible to manage 
moorings, issue permits and protect the shoreline. 
As Shellfish Officer he was responsible for 
issuing licenses and permits for shell fishing and 
direction of the Aquacultural Training Center. 
And finally he was responsible to enforce all Federal, State, and Local Environmental Laws, Rules & 
Regulations. 
 
The town's efforts in aquaculture took an incredible leap forward with the realization of the Aquaculture 
Technology and Training Center at Hemenway Landing. This facility constructed in 1999 with the 
assistance of a grant from the EOCD provides the Department of Natural Resources with a complete 
recirculating seawater system, an algae culture production center and a laboratory/classroom for lecture 
and discussion. This hatchery presents the unique opportunity to spawn and raise native stocks of 
oysters, quahogs, steamers and scallops to replenish the natural populations in Cape Cod's waters. 
 
As harbormaster he was  responsible  to insure reasonable access for vessels and safety of operators and 
passengers in the waters of the town. Moorings are required if a vessel will be using the waters of the 
town for more than two weeks.  The boat owner is responsible for the installation, removal and 
maintenance of mooring and all moorings must be registered with the Harbor Master. The number of 
moorings has been stable for the last twenty years and there is no waiting list. 
 
When Mr. Lind  first arrived in Eastham there were no native oysters. As of 1909 they were over 
harvested and once they are at that stage they cannot naturally restore themselves. After a thirty year 
period of efforts to build a native population their work paid off and there now are native oysters in the 



Eastham waters. Oysters are a critical factor in maintaining clean waters as each oyster filters a large 
amount of water. He cited Chesapeake Bay as an example of poor water quality due to over harvesting 
of oysters. 
Mr.Lind’s work brought him into contact and cooperation with many other local entities such as : 

1. Woods Hole Oceanographic Institute 
2. Americorps of Cape Cod, now in its eleventh year,  which has college students volunteering their 

time on Cape Cod in environmental issues for which they receive housing and a stipend. 
3. Eastham Conservation Foundation, a private non-profit group established in 1978, that oversees 

288 protected acres in Eastham. 
4. National Resource Conservation Service, a well funded agency 
5. Adjacent towns of Orleans and Wellfleet. 
6. And many others. 

 
Mr. Lind joined the Knights and guests for refreshments following his presentation.
