Heaven. The Apostles,fis
with the exception of Samt ]ames who had
died, and of Saint Thomas who was brought
later, were miraculously transported from
the parts of the world where they were
preaching to attend the death of Our Lady
in Jerusalem, when she gave up her immacu-
late and spotless soul to God. Saint Timo-
thy, Saint Denis the Aeropagite and Saint
Hierotheus, his friend, were also brought
miraculously to Our Lady’s bedside. Jesus
Himself came down from Heaven to assist at
Our Lady’s death. Just before Mary died, Je-
sus gave her the Blessed Eucharist, the Body
and Blood which she had given to Him when
she conceived Him at Nazareth. Our Lady
was buried reverently by the Apostles at the
foot of the Mount of Olives, just below the
place where Our Lord had sweat blood on
the eve of His Passion. It was not far from the
grave where Saint Lazarus had been buried
