JULY Book
Why Go To Church?

The Drama of the Eucharist
Timothy Radcliffe op

Religion

One Sunday a mother shook her son awake, 
telling him it was time to go to church. No 
effect. Ten minutes later 
she was back: “Get out of 
bed immediately and go to 
church.” “Mother, I don’t 
want to. It’s so boring! Why 
should I bother?” “For two 
reasons: You know you 
must go to church on a 
Sunday, and secondly, you 
are the bishop of the dio-
cese.” It is not only bishops 
who sometimes feel no desire to go to church. 
Surveys show that a high percentage of people 
in the West believe in God but attendance at 
Sunday services is plummeting.

Some believe religion is a private affair between 
themselves and God and what happens on Sun-
days in church is irrelevant. So why Go?

Fr. Radcliffe answers this question by asking: 
“Why go to the Eucharist? We do go to church 
for all sorts of other services, for baptism, wed-
dings and funerals. The Eucharist has as its 
focus the reason why we go at all.”

Timothy Radcliffe was until recently Master 
General of the Dominican Order. He is the 
winner of the 2007 Michael Ramsey prize for 
theological writing for his book, What is the 
Point of Being a Christian? He lives in Oxford.
